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Overview of 2022

In 2022, we kicked off a new three-year lease of our gallery space, digging our heels
in here on First Avenue in Atlantic Highlands to ensure the region would have a
stable community arts and culture space in our immediate future.

With the ongoing waves of the pandemic, AHArts closed its doors for about a week
and a half in January 2022 for the safety of our volunteers and the general public.
This was the only time in 2022 that the gallery was shuttered due to the virus, and
since then, we've blossomed with free and low cost community events and
programs every single month!

AHArts has stayed flexible and adaptable, with strong regional support. This is our
strength. But we can’t do this work alone. We rely on our committees, volunteers,
members, and donors to keep our facility open and programs running.
